It never ceases to amaze me of the commitment and dedication of the fellowship here at The Center.  We are truly 

blessed with multitudes of talented, thoughtful, giving, creative and high spirited peopleéfriendséall working to-

gether.  We could never do what we do without you.  An example would be this past summer where we had a wonder-

ful camp season with 140 children.  Fifty-two of those children came on a scholarship.  Certainly we have a paid staff of 

young energetic counselors and a director, but there is so much more that underpins the making of a good camp season.  

For instance, we have donors to the scholarship program which consist of individuals, service clubs and businesses.  

There are donors of supplies such as craft items, sports equipment and canoes.  We have a volunteer physician, life 

guard trainer, and volunteer nurses who arrive every day during camp to make sure everyone is healthy.  There is a vol-

unteer camp committee which assists us throughout the year with program, policy and fundraising activities.  There are 

businesses who give us discounts and individuals who let us use their land and horse facilities for offsite camping.  We 

are blessed with donors who help us fund maintenance projects and improvements to our camping facility.  There are 

also those who volunteer to upgrade and fix things with their own talents.  The Village of Palos Park supports our 

camping program whole-heartedly including the police department who this year helped us with road crossings for our 

ranch campers on horseback. 

 

Together with all that help we were able to offer three wonderful resident camping programs to children ages 9 ï 17 

years old.  Four two-week sessions of computer free, cell phone free un-technological fun, riding horses, canoeing riv-

ers, catching frogs, tremendous mud fights, hiking, campfires, singing songs and making new friends.  We were also 

very happy to be able to offer a record number of scholarships this yearéit was good timingéas the economy made it 

difficult for a lot of folks to afford basic necessities, let alone sending their child to a summer camping program.  We 

would be hard pressed to make things as good as they were, were it not for the contributions, good will and effort of so 

many people. 

 

This past September we had two very important fundraisers for The Center.  Both the Rummage Sale and the Fall Festi-

val rely heavily on volunteer participation.  We canôt thank you enough for making this years Rummage Sale the best 

ever!  A lot of work and a lot of donations go into making this event successful.  Again, our fellowship stepped up to 

the plate and hit a home run.  The Rummage Sale not only helps The Center but it also provides a great service to those 

of us on a tight budget.  There are excellent deals to be had.  I was assisting one lady who seemed to be going through a 

tough time.  She had asked me if I could help her with the cost of the items she was buying.  Well just then, Ann told 

me to announce that everything was half-price.  You should have seen the look on her face.  We had such good help 

leading up to, and both days of this event.  An extra special thanks goes out to all the men in the residential Pathway 

Program who provided a lot of muscle moving furniture and some ridiculously heavy items. 

 

Here we are in October, one of the busiest months of the year.  9,000 school children will be coming to the farm to see, 

pet and learn about the farm animals, and to ride a hayrack to the pumpkin patch.  Half of those children will be from 

the city and for many it will be their first experience of a working farm.  The farm will also be open every weekend for 

family time and pumpkin picking.  More volunteer hours go into the farm in October than any other month of the year.  

No other program we offer comes close to the volunteer hours required to manage the farm this month.  It is simply a 

volunteer mission and we need all the help we can get!  As Kate Bracken once put itéòWhere else can you experience 

three of the most unpredictable things in the worldéchildren, animals, and the weather, all rolled into one?ò  Our fel-

lowship has always embraced this challenge and we again ask for your help this year.  The rewards are greatésmiling 

faces, wonder, and some pretty funny stories for sure.

Iôm sure Iôm not alone when I say ï I like problems.  As a matter of fact, back when I was Director of this place, I thrived on prob-
lems.  After all if there were no problems I would not have had a job.  There would have been no reason to be here.  It is a fact of 
life: We all have problems.  Sometimes folks call them challenges.  We have lots of challenges, but sometimes they are more than 
that.  They are real problems.  There is a verse in the Bible, ñFor man is born to trouble as sparks fly upward.ò  We all have difficul-
ties, problems, challenges.  The question is always, how do you deal with them?  Suggestion:  ñThink big, Believe big, Pray big, Act

Last week I watched a movie on T.V.  It was about the Navy.  I love movies about ships.  There was a storm at sea, a magnificent 
storm.  It reminded me of my short time at sea and a hurricane we went through in the mid Atlantic.  We were in that storm for three 
days.  I was on a destroyer ï small ship.  We were a part of a task force with the Valley.  Waves broke over the flight deck of the 
carrier.  Thatôs 70 plus feet.  We were thrown around like a top.  Three days we were in that rough sea, and then it became calm.  
The Captain said, ñI have always lived by the philosophy that if the sea is smooth it will get rough.  If it is rough it will get smooth.  
But with a good ship you can always ride it out.ò 
 

I have heard people say, and I know I too have said, ñI have nothing but trouble ï everything goes wrong ï I am surrounded by diffi-
culties.ò The philosophy of our Captain reminds you that all storms pass, and you are big enough to live with them while they last.  
You and I donôt need to be discouraged, for storms or difficulties are limited in extent and they do pass.  Fair weather always 
comes.  You have to believe this if you are to live courageously in this world.  There is fair weather ahead.  See life big.  Donôt let 
your thinking deteriorate into little thoughts.  Live on a big scale.  Look big at life.  Think big!  Think Big is of tremendous importance 
in gaining power over your difficulties.

It seems like just yesterday we were preparing the farm for our annual Summer Fest and yet 
when I look at a calendar I see that Fall Fest is only days away.  Where the summer went I 
could not tell you, but what I can tell you is that Fall is definitely right around the corner!  
 
The past few months simply flew by.  We had barns full of overnight campers, junior farm-
ers, and summer tour groups.  We hosted the Cook County Farm Bureau membersô party, 
the South Cook 4H fair, and a rummage sale so large that you wouldnôt believe it unless you 
saw it!  We supervised 29 veterinary technician students over three weeks as they com-
pleted a large animal practicum class.  We cut acres of grass on an almost daily basis as 
the wet spring caused grass growth that was simply overwhelming!  We put a much needed 
new roof on our very mutli -purposed people barn, completed the renovations on our new 
wheel chair accessible hay rack, and gave the pony play area a very nice óface liftô consist-
ing of a new fence, new footing and much improved drainage that will eliminate our mud 
problem!  And last, but certainly not least, we cut, raked, baled, and put away over 2,800 
bales of hay!  Needless to say, the farm has been busy and once I put it down on paper, I 
can see why the summer flew by so quickly.  
 
Fall Fest will mark the official beginning of óPumpkin Seasonô for all of us at the farm.  From 
that day forward we will have an increase in hours, guests, events, and what I like to call 
óorganized chaos.ô  The mass help from volunteers make the month possible and I really 
cannot stress that enough.  Our volunteers will be leading the farm tours, driving the hay-
racks, cooking the hotdogs, selling the pumpkins, and acting as spooky ghouls for our 
Haunted Farm.  I think it is the volunteers that make the óorganizedô part of that statement 
possible.  Without you all, we would simply have chaos.  Your commitment to our organiza-
tion is truly heartwarming and I consider it a true pleasure having the opportunity to work 
with you all.
